Matters from the Public 
Peter Kleeman:  Mr. Kleeman is concerned about the lack of modeling in the Long Range Plan 
update. He recommends that the CHART committee wait until the new data comes out to do new 
modeling, or recommend to the MPO Policy Committee that as much modeling as possible be 
undertaken for the Long Range Plan update.  
 
 
Approval of the Draft Meeting Minutes 
Mr. Kleeman would like to be removed as an official member of the Committee. 
 
Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr. Burton, the June meeting minutes were 
unanimously approved, as amended.  
 
Nomination of a Vice-Chair: 
The Committee agreed to postpone the nomination until Mr. Pfaltz was present.

Revised Proposed TIP Amendment: 
Ms. Emanuele summarized that the proposed amendment would add obligations to the two 
interstate projects.  Mr. Binstead and Ms. Mallek requested a more descriptive map or verbiage 
for each project description.  The Committee members agreed that they would like to continue 
reviewing TIP Amendments.  
 
FY08 �Game Plan� for Updating UnJAM 2025: 
Ms. Emanuele summarized agenda item 5.1, the suggested methodology for a technical 
alternative to modeling for the Update. The MPO Technical Committee has recommended that 
the MPO not model for the update process because the transportation data available is from 1988 
and thus very out of date.  The alternative analysis, a �2006 Snapshot,� would compare actual 
data from 1998 with actual data from 2006 as a way to assess how close the MPO currently is to 
meeting its growth projections for 2025. Ms. Mallek concurred that modeling for modeling�s 
sake is not worthwhile.  
 
Mr. Currie asked for more detail on the 2006 Snapshot, specifically which data will be used.  
Data in ongoing and recently completed studies within the MPO Area will contribute to the 
Snapshot.  The Committee discussed other potential sources of data (e.g. Places29 and the 
Eastern Connector).  Ms. Mallek noted that UVA has a �where UVA employees live� dataset 
that may be helpful.  Mr. Burke also mentioned the THA/JABA data.  Mr. Bach suggested 
comparing vehicle usage during the 1973 and 1979 oil crises as a method for capturing the 
impact of fuel prices/fuel security in driver behavior. Mr. Gauldin disagrees with this approach. 
 
Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Ms. Mallek, the Committee unanimously 
supported not undertaking modeling for the current long range plan update.   
 
Ms. Emanuele facilitated a discussion of Agenda item 5.2, milestones and potential topics for the 
update process.  Ms. Mallek suggested that public input from the other plans could be combined 
into one document to use as a starting point for discussion during round one public workshops.  
Mr. Morris likes the idea of consolidating data and public feedback as well.  Ms. Mallek also 
mentioned displaying the current priority projects on a map.  Mr. Gauldin suggested 
documenting this information to create a template for the next update process. 
 
Ms. Mallek urged Mr. Evans to share his Northern Shenandoah Coordinated Transit System 
ideas to contribute to the current Regional Transit Authority (RTA) discussions.  Mr. Burton 
believes that buses need to have routes originated at apartment complexes and take people 
directly to work, rather than circulate around downtown. 
 
Mr. Morris requested a summary of the last long range planning process from Harrison Rue.   
Mr. Bach requested having more time to review documents (2 months instead of 2 weeks). 
 
The Committee invited Mr. Evans to discuss his ideas for topics to address in the update.  Mr. 
Evans suggested revisions and enhancements to several items currently in the long range plan.  
His ideas included Intelligent Transit System (ITS) improvements, increasing rail capacity, and 
energy conservation improvements.  The Committee was enthusiastic about many of these new 
ideas. 
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Other Business:  
Places29: Mr. Morris announced that the Albemarle County Planning Commission will be 
meeting on Tuesday, July 17th from 5-9pm to go over chapters 1-5 of Places 29.   
 
Air Quality Monitor:  Ms. Emanuele mentioned the Virginia Department of Environmental 
Quality (DEQ) presentation to MPO Policy Board on July 18th about the location of the air 
quality monitoring station in Albemarle County. The selected site is at Albemarle High School.  
 
Supplemental Information: Ms. Emanuele draw the Committee members� attention to Betty 
Black�s citizen letter regarding CTS.  The letter is included as Supplemental Information for the 
CHART, Community Mobility Committee, MPO Policy and MPO Technical Committee 
meetings.

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Transportation 101: Bioregional Planning  
Linking Conservation, Land Use and Transportation Planning 
 
Bioregional planning has emerged as a concept and practice that addresses the need to incorporate the 
goals of ecology and conservation planning with those of regional land use and transportation planning.  
While regional governments in South Africa and Australia adopted bioregional planning models several 
years ago, the concept is still a new one in the United States.  Bioregional planning addresses land use at 
the scale of a bioregion, which is defined by natural characteristics like watersheds and soil types, as well 

as cultural phenomena like a local 
knowledge of place.   

Embedded in bioregional planning is 
the idea that our ecological or �green� 
infrastructure, the forests, pastures, rivers 
and streams that comprise our open space, 
are equally as important to the health of 
our communities as functional 
transportation networks and affordable 
housing.  In the practice of bioregional 
planning, planning for water quality, open 
space and green infrastructure should be 
integrated into the planning process for 
the built environment.  A bioregional 
planning approach to long range 
transportation planning might include:   

 
! Green infrastructure planning 

integrated into the transportation, 
land development and park 
planning processes 

 
! Planning for preservation of rural 

highways and towns 
 
! Framing the process in the context 

of a warming planet 
 
Visionary planning practitioners like 

Randall Arendt and Peter Calthorpe have successfully integrated elements of bioregional and green 
infrastructure planning into their rural area and regional planning work.  Randall Arendt�s focus in his 
books Rural By Design and Growing Greener is on local political processes and zoning codes that 
preserve rural highways and towns.  Peter Calthorpe�s approach in The Regional City and The Next 
American Metropolis is regional in scale and examines the interactions of more urbanized areas with the 
natural environment.  
 
Randall Arendt�s guiding principles for rural preservation and environmental protection include: 
 
! Adopting comprehensive plans that contain clear conservation planning goals 

 
! Amending local subdivision ordinances to include conservation design standards 



     
 
 

 
! Committing to the preservation of small rural centers by limiting commercial strip development

Peter Calthorpe�s concept of how regions and metropolitan areas should function and be planned include: 
 
! Planning efforts that are responsive to the fact that economies and ecosystems function at a 

regional scale, not within political jurisdictions 
 
! Regional boundaries that align with urban growth boundaries, greenlines, (distinct edges between 

urban areas and important wildlife habitats or agrarian areas), and urban service boundaries 
 
!  A land use and transportation feedback loop that encourages walkable neighborhoods and transit 

investments.   

Bundoran Farm is an excellent local example of a development using 
conservation design standards

RE:  National Household Transportation Survey (NHTS) and survey process 
 
This memo is intended to provide a summary of the upcoming National Household Transportation Survey 
(NHTS) and survey process.  Over 13,000 samples are planned for Virginia and over 100,000 nationally 
as part of this survey effort. Virginia is the fourth largest add-ons, after Florida (#1), California (#2), and 
New York (#3).  Several other states in the southeast are participating including North Carolina, South 
Carolina, and Georgia, and several other State Departments of Transportation (DOTs) and MPOs are 
participating nationally.  
 
Survey Process and Schedule 
The survey process will consist of the steps listed below.  There will likely be some kind of financial 
incentive to complete the survey, but the exact amount has not been determined yet. 
  

1. An approximately 10-minute initial screening phone call soliciting participation in the survey 
(Sections A thru D) 

2. Mailing a 1-day (24hr) trip diary to selected participants for the selected travel day.  
3. An approximately 20-minute follow up interview conducted within 6 days of the selected travel 

day (Sections E thru N) 
  
Due to delays with the Federal consultant procurement process, the Federal Highway Administration 
(FHWA) is still in the process of selecting a contractor to administer the NHTS surveys and anticipates 
that a selection will be made by late summer.  The survey is currently scheduled to begin in Virginia in 
early 2008, (e.g., February), continue for one full year, and conclude in early 2009.  Geocoding and other 
review and processing of NHTS survey results is expected to last about 6 months following the 
conclusion of the survey effort.  Travel Demand Models and other transportation planning applications, 
such as the model for used for the long range plan, will be able to start using the new survey data by late 
2009 or early 2010.  
  
Base Questionnaire and Add-On Questionnaire 
There are some typos in the Programmer Notes on page J-27 for E14-E16 of the base questionnaire, 
which FHWA is in the process of correcting. Please note that since this is a national survey administered 
by FHWA, DOTs and MPOs have limited input on the core content of the base survey.  FHWA has 
indicated they are somewhat flexible and may be willing to include the Topic #3: "Out of vehicle time for 
commuters parking in urban areas to reach their destination" in the national survey.  A similar type of 
question used to be in the national survey, but was removed in 2001 to make way for some new questions.  
Transit, bicycle, and pedestrian advocates have been lobbying that FHWA reinstate this type of question 
to create a more "equal" comparison between out of vehicle time for auto vs. transit & bike/ped in urban 
areas. In modeling terminology, this data can be used to develop composite impedance = In Vehicle Time 
& Out of Vehicle Time. Traditionally, many travel demand models include out of vehicle time, e.g., 
walking to your final destination, for transit in mode choice, but do not include out of vehicle time for 
automobile travel in mode choice, and instead rely on a higher terminal time figure for CBD vs. other 
areas.

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INTRODUCTION 
 
Purpose of the United Jefferson Area Mobility 2025 Plan Public Involvement Program 
 
The purpose of the United Jefferson Area Mobility 2025 Plan (UnJAM 2025) Public 
Involvement Program has been to gather public input for the Charlottesville-Albemarle 
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) and Rural Long Range Transportation Plan.  Round 
One of UnJAM 2025 activities began in April 2002.  The bulk of UnJAM 2025 activities were 
focused on the nine workshops that took place throughout the Thomas Jefferson Planning 
District during the months of May and June 2002.  There were, however, numerous other 
activities that took place that are outlined in more detail in this report.  The Round One 
workshops were well advertised, highly participatory, and structured to provide usable public 
input for the long-term transportation planning process. 
 
Continuing the public involvement process, UnJAM 2025 Round Two planning and activities 
began immediately and built on the information gathered in Round One.  Round Two workshops 
were held in November 2002 for the urban/suburban areas and in June 2003 for the rural counties 
of the Thomas Jefferson Planning District.  Similar to Round One, the workshops were well 
advertised, interactive, and structured to obtain usable public knowledge. 
 
Purpose of the Workshops 
 
The purpose of the Round One workshops was to listen to the community and give them an 
opportunity to actively participate in the long-term transportation planning process.  To 
accomplish this, the workshops were used to: 
 

1. describe the long term transportation planning process. 
2. describe possible transportation improvements and projects for each area of the planning 

district using tailored PowerPoint presentations. 
3. invite participants to share their transportation ideas for their community and the region 

as a whole. 
4. give participants an opportunity to mark down their ideas on a map together – on the 

transportation ideas they learned about at the workshop and/or suggesting other 
improvements and projects. 

 
For the Round Two workshops, TJPDC staff created locality-specific UnJAM 2025 workbooks.  
A summary of issues and ideas discussed in Round One meetings, the workbooks were aimed at 
further refining and prioritizing community desires before the development of a final plan.  The 
workshops: 
  

1. described the purpose of UnJAM 2025 and the need for strong transportation planning. 
2. presented transportation issues, current projects and future solutions for distinct areas of 

the planning district through a visual and engaging PowerPoint show. 
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3. asked participants to work together, share their opinions and answer the questions in the 
workbook and to further expand on their ideas for improvements. 

4. encouraged citizens to select three key issues that they felt was most important. 
 
MEETING SCHEDULES 
 
The workshops were targeted at involving as many people as possible from across all parts of the 
Thomas Jefferson Planning District.  To make this feasible, all of the workshops were held at 
7:00 p.m. in the evening when most people are home from work.  In addition, transportation was 
made available by CTS and JAUNT so that anyone could attend the workshops without 
transportation being a problem.  Nine Round One workshops were held during May and June 
2002.  Round Two consisted of five community meetings.  The City of Charlottesville and the 
several parts of Albemarle County were combined to create an urban/suburban workshop in 
November 2002, while the rural area workshops met in June 2003.

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PUBLICIZING THE WORKSHOPS 
 
A tremendous amount of time and effort was put toward publicizing both rounds of UnJAM 
2025 workshops.  Since this was the first time the MPO and the TJPDC has done such an 
extensive outreach effort for the long term transportation planning process, residents of the 
planning district not only had to be notified about the workshops, but also educated about the 
importance of the long term transportation planning process to the future quality of life in the 
region.  A three-pronged strategy was used to publicize the workshops: 
 

• Direct Mail Invitations: One of the primary methods used to promote the workshops 
was direct mail.  The Round One invitation letter was sent to over 4,000 people in the 
TJPDC database.  In addition, emails were sent to over 1,000 people in the TJPDC 
database who have email.  For Round Two, a personal invitation letter was sent to all 
Round One participants that were recorded in the TJPDC database.  Local elected 
officials received invitations to both UnJAM 2025 rounds.  

 
• Newspaper Advertisements: The print buy included advertisements in the major local 

newspapers in each of the counties.  The total run for Round One and Round Two was 15 
ads for each round in 11 different publications.  The ads were designed by the TJPDC 
staff who also arranged for the placement of the ads throughout the region.  Please see 
Table 3 and 4 for a complete listing of newspaper advertisements.

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In addition to these three primary methods of public outreach, some additional activities were 
undertaken to publicize both rounds of the UnJAM workshops: 
 

• An invitation to participate in the UnJAM 2025 Round One workshops was published in 
Albemarle County’s “Special Report to Citizens: Focus on the 2002/03 Budget,” which 
was mailed to all Albemarle County residents in April 2002. 

• The Alliance for Community Choice in Transportation issued Round One invitations on 
its listserv, which goes out to local citizens and organizations who are most active in 
transportation issues. 

• An editorial briefing was held with the Daily Progress and the local NBC affiliate 
(WVIR-29) to discuss Round One workshops. 

• UnJAM 2025 workshop dates, times, and locations were included in the Spring 2002 
edition of TJPDC E-News, which went out via email to over 1,000 people listed in the 
TJPDC database. 

• The Fluvanna Round One workshop was posted on Fluvanna County’s online calendar on 
their web site.  UnJAM flyers were distributed at the Fluvanna Fair. 

• UnJAM 2025 banners were placed above Market Street in downtown Charlottesville and 
on Route 29 at Seminole Court to advertise the Round Two urban/suburban workshop. 

• Press releases were mailed to all newspapers that had run UnJAM 2025 advertisements, 
as well as local television and radio media inviting them to cover the UnJAM workshops. 

• Press releases were mailed to the Chamber of Commerce in each rural county. 
• UnJAM 2025 flyers were posted on all CTS and University Transit Service (UTS) buses. 
• UnJAM flyers were posted in City and County offices and throughout the planning 

district.  In rural areas, flyers were also placed in local, country stores. 
 
The publicity for the UnJAM 2025 workshops not only successfully attracted planning district 
residents, but also resulted in media coverage across television, radio, and print media: 
 

• Two articles for Round One ran in the “In the Region” column in the Daily Progress 
during late April.   

• The Charlottesville Business Journal ran an in depth article on the Bypass and other local 
transportation issues.  As part of the story, residents were invited to participate in the 
UnJAM 2025 workshops.  All dates, times, and locations of the workshops were included 
in the article.   

• WVIR-29, the local NBC affiliate, ran coverage of the first UnJAM workshop for two 
days on multiple broadcasts.   

• WINA, the local all news AM radio station, ran information leading up to the first 
UnJAM workshop.   

• The C-ville Weekly ran an article about UnJAM and Harrison Rue along with a photo. 
• The Charlottesville Business Journal ran a story about the Hillsdale Drive neighborhood 

charrette and the work being done in coordination with JABA.  
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• Charlottesville Community Access television posted a bulletin publicizing the 
urban/suburban UnJAM Round Two workshops. 

• The Daily Progress ran a series of editorials focused on transportation issues.   
 
WORKSHOP LOGISTICS AND ACTIVITIES 
 
Preparation Activities 
 
The Thomas Jefferson Planning District Commission developed the agenda and plan for the 
workshops in conjunction with input from the Charlottesville-Albemarle Metropolitan Planning 
Organization (MPO) and the local jurisdictions within the planning district.  The TJPDC 
transported the miscellaneous materials, such as name tags, signs, and sign-in sheets and brought 
the necessary equipment (easels, markers, etc.), and the equipment relating to the PowerPoint 
show (i.e. laptop computer and projector, wireless microphones, speakers, etc.) to each of the 
workshops.  Full size maps and large copies of the workbooks were printed for the interactive 
session.  In addition, the TJPDC produced display boards of related planning programs and 
projects, such as park and ride lots, restoring main street, safe routes to schools, and bike and 
pedestrian plans.  
 
Workshop Program 
 
The program for workshops was as follows: 
 
Open House: All TJPDC staff and participants 
Introduction: Harrison Rue 
Presentation: Harrison Rue 
Mapping (Round One): All staff and participants 
Workbooks (Round Two): All staff and participants 
Sharing of community ideas: All staff and participants 
Closing: Harrison Rue 
 
All participants were encouraged to sign in upon their arrival.  Their contact information will be 
used during subsequent UnJAM 2025 rounds to ensure that they receive a personal invitation to 
participate.  Presentation boards were set up around the room outlining the transportation 
programs and options.  Staff welcomed the workshop participants during an “open house” period 
prior to the start of the presentation.  During this time staff were available to answer questions 
about the boards. 
 
Harrison Rue opened each meeting with a welcome and introduced elected officials in 
attendance.  He outlined the evening’s agenda and gave a PowerPoint presentation about various 
transportation and land use concepts for the participants to consider.  Each PowerPoint 
presentation was tailored to reflect the locality in which it was being presented, using photos of 
their area and concepts that they might be able to implement locally. 
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Workshop Data Analysis 
 
Questions and comments that were posed during the Round One workshop were recorded by the 
TJPDC and collated, organized, and analyzed for inclusion in Round Two workbooks.  The 
workbooks categorized Round One information, presented possible transportation solutions and 
asked questions to further refine public issues.  Answers to the questions found in the Round 
Two workbooks and additional data will be prioritized and incorporated into Round Three 
materials and into the final UnJAM 2025 plan document.  Applicants completed sign in sheets as 
they entered the workshop.  Everyone was added to the TJPDC database so that they could 
receive periodic UnJAM 2025 updates and notification of Round Two workshops. 
 
Ongoing Public Involvement Activities 
 
Personal communication is key to creating a dialogue with those who have a stake in the 
transportation planning process.  Because of the variety of audiences and their individual 
circumstances, several types of forums are being conducted to involve a range of groups and 
individuals.  Focus groups, individual and small group meetings, and informational briefings 
provide the TJPDC with considerable opportunity to obtain public input from all parts of the 
community on an ongoing basis.  For example, on May 13, a focus group for people with 
disabilities was held at the Independence Resource Center to gain input from a group of people 
who may not have otherwise provided significant input into the UnJAM 2025 planning process.  
In June, the Hillsdale Neighborhood Charrette provided the opportunity to gain input from a 
group made up of primarily senior citizens and those who work with them on a daily basis.  
Other focus groups, such as one with low income and/or minorities, are also planned.  As 
opportunities arise to gain input, the TJPDC will take advantage of them in order to gain the 
fullest, most complete set of public input possible. 
 
Unlike the community workshops, these activities were conducted primarily during business 
hours, often at breakfast or lunch gatherings and were scheduled to include those groups and 
individuals identified as stakeholders in transportation issues. 
 
Project Web Site 
 
The UnJAM 2025 Round One workshop schedule was posted on the TJPDC web site 
(www.tjpdc.org) early on to encourage people to attend the workshops.  In addition, the 
QuickPick form and photos were posted.  As the TJPDC updates its overall web site, the UnJAM 
page becomes more prominent and interactive.  Like the Round One workshops, the schedule for 
the Round Two meeting was posted on the TJPDC home page.  However, further information 
could be obtained at http://www.tjpdc.org/transportation/unjam.asp.  PDFs of the urban/suburban 
area workbook, as well as rural workbooks, workshop PowerPoint presentations and workshop 
photos were all available to download.  In addition, the domain name www.UnJAM.com has 
been secured for possible use in the future. 
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UnJAM 2025 Logo 
 
The Thomas Jefferson Planning District Commission, with the contribution from the 
Charlottesville-Albemarle MPO, determined the need for an UnJAM 2025 logo.  Created 
between the Round One and Round Two workshops, the logo incorporates the shape national 
highway sign and uses bold colors to attract public attention. Standing alone, it associates 
UnJAM 2025 with transportation issues.  The logo is original and specific to the project, as well 
as acts as a distinct symbol for UnJAM 2025 with which the public identifies.   
 
COLLATERAL MATERIALS 
 
PowerPoint Shows 
 
Notwithstanding its dependence on a presenter, PowerPoint has many of the virtues of video, and 
offers the added benefit of accommodating modular presentations.  The advantage of PowerPoint 
is its ability to support a range of media (e.g. photos, computer simulations, renderings, etc.) to 
describe transportation technology, transit alignments, schematics and other relevant topics.  It 
also provides flexibility to make changes whenever necessary at minimum time and cost. 
 
The presentation at each workshop was tailored to the particular needs and transportation 
concepts of the area in which it was being presented.  For example, the presentations given in 
Charlottesville and urban Albemarle had a slightly different focus than the presentations given in 
Fluvanna and Louisa because of the different transportation issues that each area faces.   
 
Print Collateral 
 
While audio-visual media can be highly effective educational and informational tools, they 
cannot substitute for tangible materials that can be taken away and studied at the reader’s 
convenience.  Printed materials can serve as reference and stimulus for ongoing discussion, and 
are often the best way to convey certain types of detailed graphic information, such as maps. 
 
The main print collateral used in the Round One workshops was the QuickPick Form.  This 
served as both an educational and survey tool.  The form asked for some basic demographic 
information and then asked participants to rank certain transportation projects and concepts.  It 
also asked participants to show how many times per week they currently use certain modes of 
transportation and how many times per week they would like to use certain modes of 
transportation in the future.   
 
Not only did these QuickPick Forms provide useful information for use in the UnJAM 2025 
Plan, but it also gave the participants an opportunity to sit down and really think about where 
they place their transportation priorities.  Participants were strongly encouraged to complete the 
QuickPick Form during the course of the workshop, however, they were allowed to take the form 
home and send it back to the Thomas Jefferson Planning District Commission if that was their 
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preference.  For those unable to attend a Round One workshop, the QuickPick Form was also 
available from the TJPDC web site. 
 
UnJAM 2025 workbooks served as Round Two print collateral.  Like the QuickPick Form, the 
workbooks were used as an educational and analysis tool.  They defined transportation terms, 
revealed existing public transit options, conveyed strong land use techniques, and asked 
questions of how each area could improve within the area.  The questions were aimed to identify 
public desires and specific opportunities for change and development.   
 
At the workshop, participants were asked to collaborate and answer the questions as a group on 
large, blueprint size workbooks.  Smaller, 8.5x11 copies of were available for the participants to 
take home and share with neighbors and friends.  They were also encouraged to discuss issues 
and information with community members. For those unable to attend the workshop, workbooks 
were electronically available.
